In April 2008 Brighton and Hove City Council made it illegal to flyer anywhere within central Brighton without first acquiring a license from the council.

Cost per performance slot (to include get in, performance and get out) from: £30 to £140 per slot

The Hive @ The Brunswick Expectations:
· Full commitment in terms of deadlines and punctuality.  

· All performances must finish by 9pm. This is a license restriction.

· We do not have a license for amplified sound.

· Co-operation with other companies in sharing of the space.
· We expect you to leave The Hive as you find it.

· As with many festivals, turnaround times between shows can be tight so respect for the show on after you is important. A ₤50 fine is charged for every time slot over-run. 
· Companies must provide their own qualified technician to operate shows. 

· Companies must provide technical requirements by the deadline set – this will enable us to give you as much technical support as possible. There will be a fast turn-around between shows so it is always helpful to know what you want. 

· All sets must be flame checked.

· All rights for performances must be approved.

· Health and Safety Risk Assessments must be completed prior to the festival.
